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What Is Faith? 
 In HEB 11:1 the Bible gives us a definition of what true faith is.  

 “Now faith is the assurance (the confirmation) of the things we hope for, being the 
proof of things we do not see and the conviction of their reality – faith perceiving as 
real fact what is not revealed to the senses.” 

 Faith is the noun (naming word). Believe is the verb (doing word).
