3. A witness only has to tell others what they saw/heard – not what they heard from 
another person. You only need to tell others what you personally have experienced.  

4. Read ACTS 4:1-31. These Christians often paid a big price for telling people about Jesus. 
Some were put in prison, some were tortured and many lost their lives. The Greek word 
for witness means ‘martyr’. It is important to note that these people were killed because 
they were martyrs (witnesses); they were not called martyrs because they were killed.
